Jessica’s Mystery Challenge

Students work in teams of 4 — 6 to solve the mystery together. Each team are given a set of Mystery
Clue cards, which are based on Jessica’s story. The clues also cover Brazilian cultural and economic
issues.

Here are the main options that students can discuss with reference to the clues - you may want to
highlight these to the class, or let students sort the clues themselves in order to come up with a
theory:

Jessica could end up:

Leaving school before she has finished education and working on the street
Being part of a gang, taking drugs and being affected by violence

Being an alcoholic and living in poverty

Finishing school and getting a good job

Other (students can decide another option)

Students are given a set time (suggested time — 15 minutes which can be timed on the Interactive
Whiteboard resource or using a stopwatch) and have to:

. Discuss each clue and how this could affect Jessica’s future.

o Sort the clues into what they think are the main outcomes or possibilities for Jessica’s future.

o Each team decides on one option for what they think the future holds for Jessica, and use their
chosen mystery card clues as evidence (they can write down their evidence on their clue sorter
worksheets).

o Each team shares their justified decision with the rest of the class.

Plenary:

Post Activity Vote (Interactive Whiteboard voting tool optional):
After sharing their evidence in teams, students cast their votes on the answer/s to the mystery — what
do you think the future holds for Jessica? Discuss the results as a class.

Passage House:

Watch the DVD/film on the Interactive Whiteboard resource where Jessica explains what a difference
Passage House, a project funded by money raised through Sport Relief is making to her life and future
prospects. Ask the class: what do you think Jessica’s future might have been like if she didn't go to
Passage House? What are other young people’s futures going to be like if they do not have places like
Passage House to go to?

Extended Activities and Homework Ideas:
As an extension, students could complete any of these activities:

. Students can test their knowledge about Jessica’s experiences, by playing our game set in a
slum in Brazil, Favela Kid. Go to: sportrelief.com/kids/games to play.

. Literacy — Hopes and Dreams: Students can write down what their ambitions are in life and
what they want to achieve by the time they are 25. What do they need to do to achieve them? They
can do the same for Jessica — what does she need to do to achieve her hopes and dreams, based on
the evidence found in the mystery challenge?

. Literacy — Diary Writing: Students can imagine they are Jessica or a boy living in a Brazilian
favela. They can write a diary imaging what their normal day might be like, based on the facts they
discovered in the mystery challenge.

. Emotion Masks: Students can look at Brazilian carnival masks for inspiration — either online or
in factual books about Brazil. Once they have a few ideas, they can portray the different emotions that
are in Jessica’s story on a mask: e.g. when it was the happiest moment of Jessica’s life, or the worst
moment of her life.

. Sport Relief has teamed up with Barclays Premier League to create the Global Team game,
where students can explore countries where money raised through Sport Relief is spent by Comic
Relief to transform lives. Can your class work out where each Barclays Premier League footballer comes
from?
